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FEAST OF ALL SAINTS (From AmericanCatholic.org)

The earliest certain observance of a feast in honor of all the saints is
an early fourth-century commemoration of "all the m artyrs." In the
early seventh century, after successive waves of in  vaders plundered
the catacombs, Pope Boniface IV gathered up some 28  wagonloads
of bones and reinterred them beneath the Pantheon, a Roman temple
dedicated to all the gods. The pope rededicated the shrine as a

Christian church. According to Venerable Bede, the pope intended
"that the memory of all the saints might in the fut ure be honored in
the place which had formerly been dedicated to the worship not of
gods but of demons” ( On the Calculation of Time ).

But the rededication of the Pantheon, like the earl  ier commemoration

of all the martyrs, occurred in May. Many Eastern C  hurches still
honor all the saints in the spring, either during t he Easter season or
immediately after Pentecost. How the Western Church came to cele-
brate this feast in November is a puzzle to histori ~ ans. The Anglo-
Saxon theologian Alcuin observed the feast on Novem ber 1 in 800,
as did his friend Arno, Bishop of Salzburg. Rome fi nally adopted that
date in the ninth century.

This feast first honored martyrs. Later, when Chri  stians were free to
worship according to their conscience, the Church a cknowledged
other paths to sanctity. In the early centuries the only criterion was
popular acclaim, even when the bishop's approval be came the final
step in placing a commemoration on the calendar. Th e first papal
canonization occurred in 993; the lengthy process n ow required to
prove extraordinary sanctity took form in the last 500 years. Today's
feast honors the obscure as well as the famous—the saints each of
us have known.

“After this | had a vision of a great multitude, w hich no one could
count, from every nation, race, people, and tongue. They stood be-
fore the throne and before the Lamb, wearing white robes and hold-
ing palm branches in their hands.... [One of the el  ders] said to me,
‘These are the ones who have survived the time of g reat distress;
they have washed their robes and made them white in the blood of
the Lamb’ (Revelation 7:9,14)
